BEST MIDWINTER CONVENTION EVER!

These are the comments we were hearing from atten-
dees, who like California Crossroads, have attended
many of these Midwinter Conventions in the past.
This year’s was held January 28-31, 2009 in
Pasadena, CA, in fantastic 70+ degree clear weather.

Thursday Evening
Harmony Foundation International

Our quartet’s weekend started on Thursday evening
at the presentation by Ev Nau, and Sean Devine,
about the Harmony Foundation International. Our
quartet opened the event with a song, and then later
at the conclusion, Masterpiece Quartet sang a few
songs. Up to this point, we really know nothing
about the Foundation. During the presentation we
learned that its purpose is to promote the future of
barbershopping through a number of avenues. These
avenues include, but are not limited to: 1) Youth-
Level camps and workshops, and providing free
music to their music educators; 2) Collegiate-Level
tours and quartet competition at the Annual
Convention in July; 3) Youth-Level competition at
the Midwinter Convention; and 4) Harmony College
scholarships for Chorus Directors and quartets. In
fact, the registration, hotel and food costs for all the
some 240 Youth Chorus competitors at this conven-
tion were provided by this Foundation. Wow, was
that impressive.

Friday California All-Star Chorus

For the first time, an All-Star California Chorus was
formed, to provide special entertainment at the con-
vention. It was comprised of about 110 California
chapter members from all over the state. (It did not
include the Far Western District members who lived
in other states, which peeved some of our fellow bar-
bershoppers from Arizona and Nevada.) Its primary
attraction was its director, Dr. Greg Lyne, who is well
known throughout the Society, and especially in the
Far Western District, where he was one of the origi-
nal directors of the championship Masters of
Harmony Chorus. The participants from the La Jolla,
CA chapter, included Rod Deakers, Paul Girard, Pete

Hensley, Larry Thorpe and Mark Whelan.
Rehearsals (which should have been promoted as a
“Master Class,”) included 90 minutes in the morning,
and 120 minutes in the afternoon, which included a
30-minute sectional rehearsal, led by the members of
the Masterpiece Quartet as the section leaders. Each
of the members of the chorus was responsible for
learning the music to “California Here I Come,” and
“Lost in the Night” in advance, from the music and
learning tapes provided. With assistance from the tal-
ented section leaders, Dr. Lyne converted a bunch of
rag tag singers of all stripes into a very impressive
and accurate chorus. That prior effort by the singers,
and the 3.5 hours of rehearsal resulted in an almost
unbelievable singing return on investment. 1 just

wish my entire chorus could have been in attendance,
either singing or watching. The All-Star Chorus
opened the Friday night Show of Champions, singing
like a champion.

All-Star California Chorus
Friday Afternoon Senior Quartet Contest

Although our quartet was disappointed that schedul-
ing conflicts had precluded our competing in this
year’s Senior’s Contest, having finished 8th in San
Antonio in 2008, we were very pleased that our
friends in Audacity, from Phoenix, won the contest
handily. As is happening each year, the quality of the
senior quartets is improving, as more and more pre-
vious International Medalist quartets are getting old
enough to compete at the Senior Level (minimum age
of 55 and average age of 60.)

Friday Night Show of Champions

The participants in the Friday Night Show of
Champions, after opening with the California All-Star
Chorus, included previous Senior champions from
1998 and 2006, Jurassic Larks and Antigue Gold. The

Unfortunately, due to an unfortunate snafu in the print-
ing of the last edition of Westunes, President Lally’s
article was repeated under my name and my end of
year article was not printed at all. Although the error
was rectified on-line, I have decided to more or less
repeat that article here, with just a few changes.

I am delighted to be writing this as your new FWD
Executive Vice President. I can’t write much about
what I’ve done so far, of course, since I have only
been EVP for a month at the time of writing this, but
I can tell you a little about my job and some of the
plans I have for the future. But before I do that, I
want to say a big thank you to my predecessor Ivan
Jensen, who did such a great job as Executive VP for
the past year.

The most important functions of the Executive VP
are to oversee the District Management Team (also
known as the Operations Team), to report to the
District President and to preside at Board meetings in
his absence. Like many Districts, our governance
system has changed over the years. Currently, the
District Board is made up of President, Immediate
Past President, Executive VP, Secretary and
Treasurer along with our five Division VPs.
Previously the Board was made up of the same first
five men along with functional managers (of
Membership, Music & Performance, etc.), as
opposed to regional managers. Now these functions
are managed by chairmen who are no longer mem-
bers of the Board but make up the District
Management or Ops Team that I will be overseeing.
They may no longer be on the Board, but these men
are among the most important in the District.
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The functions that these chairmen cover are Chapter
Support & Leadership, Chorus Directors, Contests &
Judging, Events, Marketing & P.R., Membership,
Music & Performance and Youth in Harmony.
Although each job is independent of the others, the
team meets once a year and interacts with one anoth-
er often at other times. One of the first things I intend
to do is for the team to meet, if only via conference
calls, on a more frequent basis. I believe that when
key men talk, they come up with ideas, followed by
calls for action. There’s lots to be done and we have
talented men to do it, so I’'m hoping that much will
come out of these regular conversations.

The other thing I’ve learned over the years is that Joe
Barbershopper doesn’t always properly communicate
with District leaders, or vice-versa. Getting out to
meet the troops gives leaders a greater understanding
of members’ needs and members a greater under-
standing as to how the District is run and what oppor-
tunities they have to use District resources to improve
their barbershop experience. As District leaders,
we’re committed to your success and we hope you
will all take advantage of what we have to offer.

2009 is an exciting year, with one International
Convention already under our belts (the very suc-
cessful Midwinter convention in Pasadena) and our
big International convention in Anaheim in July. I
will strive to encourage every FWD member to be in
Anaheim, as well as one or more of our local con-
ventions. Many members still don’t know how much
fun these are, especially new members (who by the
way are now entitled to a free registration the first
time they attend a FWD convention). Our job is to
educate them, encourage them to attend and watch
them soak it all up. They’ll thank us.

I am looking forward to serving you in 2009 and
shaking hands with as many of you as possible dur-
ing the year.

College Champs, Ringmasters, were allowed only one
song, and sang so well that the audience was scream
ing for more when they left the stage. Consequently,
they were invited back for the Saturday Night show.
The rest of the show was devoted to the 3rd, 4th and
5th place medalists from the 2008 International con-
test, Stateline Grocery, Redline and Old School.
Overtones were galore from all three. Chris Vaughn,
the lead from past champion, Gotcha, is now the lead
for Redline, and is generating screaming overtones.
Likewise, famous Joe Connelly, the only previous
triple gold medal winner, is now the lead of Old
School, and it showed in their fantastic singing.

Saturday Afternoon International
Youth Chorus Festival

This impressive event is called a festival because it is
not as much a competition as an opportunity for these
youth choruses to experience the thrill of singing on
the International stage, and receive standing ovations
from the appreciative audience. Scoring is done by
grouping the choruses into three age-levels. Level-
A includes those whose ages average under 19, about
high school age. Level-AA includes ages which
average 19-21, Level-AAA includes ages which
average 22-24. There was only one Level-AAA cho-
rus, and its 31 members scored an impressive average
score of 77.1. Most experienced barbershop chapters
would love to be able to score this high. There were
three Level-AA choruses, whose average scores were
also high at: 76.1, 73.9 and 68.4. The highest aver-
age score of the remaining Level-A choruses, all high
school level, was still an impressive 63.1. Three
other choruses participated but not for scores. One of
them, Pacific Suns, from the San Diego area, was
directed by Allan Webb, and organizationally assist-
ed by Paul Girard. At the last minute, the majority of
their members dropped out due to heavy school work,
so Ringmasters agreed to sing with the remaining
five members of that chorus-- what a thrill for those
five kids. In all, about 240 boys, from eight different
Districts in the USA, participated in this event, with
almost all convention costs, except transportation,
provided by Harmony Foundation International.

Saturday Night Show of Champions

The Saturday Night Show included a chorus of past
Senior champions, the 2008 Senior Quartet Champion,
Eureka, and a second performance by College
Champs, Ringmasters, back by popular demand.

It started with Crossroads,
who were 2nd in 2008, followed by our current 2008
champs, OC Times. The performance by Crossroads,
had to have been better than any previous performance
by any of it members, who were all previous gold
medal Champions.

When we finally left at 2:00am, things were still going
strong. It was a fantastic convention for California
Crossroads. I hope you were there, and if not, try the
International Convention in Anaheim in July.

FWD/RMD Spring Prelims Convention

The Far Western and Rocky Mountain Districts have
joined forces in 2009 to hold a combined Spring Contest
in Las Vegas, NV, March 19-22,2009. This is the first time
this has been attempted in the history of our Society.
While this is only a trial, it may pave the way for similar
events in the future.

Quartets from both districts will compete to earn the right

to qualify for the International Quartet Contest in
Anaheim next July. As per each Districts' protocol, the
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FWD will advance 10 quartets and RMD will advance 8
(or more if scores dictate) to the finals round. There will
be two mic testers for the finals: one from each district.
The draw will be a mixed order of qualifiers from both
districts. Individual score sheets for each district will be
printed.

The RMD has traditionally held a VLQ Contest as part of
their Spring Convention. This will continue as part of their
contest weekend. The FWD will incorporate a variation of
a small chorus contest as part of the VLQ round. Choruses
from the FWD who meet the following requirements are
eligible:

1- Open to FWD choruses only

2- Must have 35 or less singers on stage

3- Has not competed in a Division Contest in the past
two years

This contest may serve as an alternative to the Division
Contest as a qualifying round for the Fall District Contest.
Choruses who meet the qualification score OR whose
score warrants a wildcard invitation will be eligible to
compete in the 2009 FWD Fall District Contest. Choruses
may also request to compete for score only. In this case,
their score will not be considered for District Contest eligi-
bility. Choruses may compete in their Division contest as
well, but must declare which contest between the two
should be considered for District qualification upon regis-
tering for the event. There will be a limit of 10 choruses for
this contest. Priority will be given to those competing for
District qualification over those competing for score only.

I hope you all took time to fill out the convention ques-
tionnaire that you were emailed about in October. There
was one for those of you who attended, and one for those
who did not. Keith Eckhardt spent a great deal of time and



thought putting this together, and he and others are still
going over the answers in detail to determine not only
what you all like (or would like), but also what you dislike
(or would like to see changed). I, too, went over the pre-
liminary results. As you may suspect, the answers indi-
cated that we can’t please everyone — many answers asked
for things that others complained about.

We can see that the main reason for lower attendance at
our conventions is the economy. No surprise there. Many
of you are now coming without your wife/family and
rooming with someone else doing the same; some of you
are not coming at all due to the total cost.

A few of you hate Bakersfield; others think it’s a great,
centrally-located place for a convention. Several com-
plained about the hotel rates (some did so and suggested
L.A. for lower rates — we need to get these folks back into
the real world). Our Bakersfield negotiated convention
rates are some of the best in the state right now. We will
try to add some lower rate hotels to our convention block
in the future (at all venues).

Some members indicated that they don’t come to a conven-
tion unless they are competing. I wish these folks would
avail themselves of some of the many other opportunities
available, like craft classes, woodshedding, the AHSOW
room, past champs show, quartet and chorus CD sales, and
now the hospitality rooms are back! Anyone staying home
for this reason is really short-changing himself!

How did you like the buffet? (A few indicated that they
did not, most did). We worked with the hotel to do this
because of the construction (no restaurant area), but it
worked out so well that we will be doing the buffet in
Bakersfield again, and we’re looking at doing so at some
of our other venues as well.

Is everyone going to the Spring Prelims in Las Vegas?
We’re combined with the Rocky Mountain District, so this
will be even more fun than usual, not to mention more
good singing! Registrations were WAY DOWN as of late
January, so be sure to send yours in if you haven’t already.
Also note that the Alexis Park Resort is a non-smoking
venue, so don’t hesitate to go if smoke is an issue.

The SoCal West and SoCal East Division Contests are
being combined again this year, and will be co-hosted by
the Rincon Beach and San Fernando Valley chapters. By
the time you read this, the date and venue will be finalized,
and can be found on the district website

(spebsgsafwd.org). Speaking of these two contests and
the contest dates, I have had quite a few complaints about
the dates and date changes. SCW is always tentatively the
first Saturday in May, and SCE is the second Saturday in
May. We have combined the two contests several times in
the last few years because of low attendance — the profit
has to be worth the effort of the host chapter. (The com-
bined contest will always fall on one of these two
Saturdays). The Division Events Planners, Division VPs
and I have been trying very hard to get host chapters since
late last summer. While the judges assigned to these con-
tests have a valid complaint if the date changes, if your
chapter didn’t step up to host a division contest, then your
chapter can’t very well complain about a date change.
Please consider hosting a division contest. The Events
Team will help in any way necessary, and the host chapter
gets 50% of the profits, with a guaranteed minimum of
$500. Host chapter share is typically much higher.

Please remember that the Events Team and I are always
open to your comments, suggestions or criticisms. We
want you, the members, to get as much enjoyment from
our conventions as possible.

Howdy —

The numbers:

As of December 31, 2008, the official FWD Member
count was 3,155 (including multiple memberships).
That’s a drop of some 297 paid-up members since 2007
year-end.

Behind the numbers:

* The society database shows we did a pretty darn good
job of recruiting — new memberships in 2008 totaled
338, or an average of 3.9 members per chapter.

* HOWEVER - the same data base indicates we had
647 non-renewals (615)/deaths (32) for the year (an
average of 7.6 members per chapter), resulting in the
297 member net loss.

e Since 2001, we’ve dropped some 725 members.

* As stated above, the Society numbers include multiple
memberships (members of more than one chapter). If
we subtract multi members our real membership is
2,858.

Think about it — if we had no non-renewals, we’d be at
3493 instead of 3155 — an average of 3.9 more guys per
chapter. That means more quartets, bigger chorus sound,
more volunteers to sell tickets, more guys to put up the ris-
ers — heck, just more friends!

Realistically, of course, we can’t completely eliminate the
non-renewal problem. What we can do — all of us — is ask
ourselves what we can personally do to stem the outflow.

Like for instance:

e Make sure that guests feel warmly welcomed and
wanted.

e Make sure new members are properly oriented and
mentored, and that they quickly become valued, con-
tributing members.

e Make sure that current members are involved and
have an “ownership” stake in the chapter.

e Make sure that individual membership accomplish-
ments are recognized and applauded.

* Make sure our musical product is the best it can be, by
taking personal responsibility to learn our music
(notes, words, moves) as well as we can, in the short-
est possible time.

...and so on. OId stuff, but still valid. Know what?
Whoever said “membership begins with ME” was right!

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Bay Section CMEA Conference

(YIH Presentation)

A few months ago I was talking with a teacher (Barbershopper)
friend of mine who indicated that the California Music
Educators Association (CMEA) was having a convention in the
Bay Area during the weekend of January 16-17 and his boss was
one of the main organizers. If I was interested, he could give my
name to her as a possible presenter in one of their breakout ses-
sions. Obviously, I jumped at the suggestion!

Clearly I could bring someone in to talk about how barbershop
attracts and hooks young men (and young women) and what the
barbershop world is doing these days in Northern California.
What an opportunity to talk directly to music educators! Well,
after much stirring of the pot, Paul Engel jumped at the chance
to be my clinician to speak to the music educators. Paul is a
long time judge and arranger, and could speak their language.

In addition to Paul, my good friend Jason Dyer, bass of the col-
lege quartet, EPIC, readily agreed to have EPIC join us for
numerous singing demonstrations. EPIC is the college quartet
that won the 2008 NCENN College Division contest in Stockton
and qualified to go to Nashville for the MBNA International
College Contest where they finished 14th!

As events leading up to the day unfolded, things almost went
down the drain. At the last minute (literally), the baritone of
EPIC had a family emergency come up and he couldn’t make it!
Uh oh!!!! Now what does Jason do.... Well, Jason picks up the
phone on the evening of Friday the 16th and starts dialing for
baritones (not an easy task, let alone that this was while Jason
was participating in a Debate Contest in Union City).
Eventually, he turns to his friend Bruce Sellnow, who agrees
with less than 12 hours notice to sing with EPIC in front of how-
ever many music educators at a CMEA convention! Bruce
came through like the champ that he is! What a performance!
EPIC never missed a beat. It was like Bruce had been singing
with them forever. Sure, he had to hold music; but that in no
way diminished EPIC’s performance.

What a remarkable demonstration of the flexibility and giving
nature of a TRUE Barbershopper. Thank you, Bruce! You are
incredible.

It didn’t stop there. The entire 80 minute session went off with-
out a hitch. Paul’s presentation and his use of EPIC to demon-
strate the sounds and “soul” of the barbershop style was simply
wonderful. The music educators, and to our surprise, a number
of music students in the audience from UOP seemed to be cap-
tured by the harmony and enthusiasm of the young men and
their “older” leaders - Paul and me.

We ended up, of course, with a few words about Youth Harmony
Camp and a showing of the Camp video. It never ceases to
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amaze me how good that video is, even after all these years, and
all the times I have watched it. The audience was simply capti-
vated by the video. We didn’t really have to talk much about the
many future barbershop medallists that were shown in the video.
The audience “got it”.

I believe in my heart that we not only made a number of real
friends and future friends in the music educator community, but
we really turned some heads of old time music educators that the
Barbershoppers are truly here to help. We have the same goals
as they do: to encourage young men, and women to not only
learn to sing, but to sing for the rest of their lives. Our goal is
not to “get” members; but help to create singers.

Now, the other aspect of the morning that really turned our
heads was the “afterglow” that happened spontaneously after
the session. While Jason, Bruce, and I were up in front answer-
ing questions from music educators, Munsoor, tenor, and
Andrew, lead of EPIC, were in the back with the college kids
teaching tags! Eventually, we all got in on the singing and after
being kicked out of the facility — all wanted to go to lunch —
we continued for another hour or so on the lawn of the San Jose
State Campus. That opened my eyes to a real HOLE in the
BHS Youth In Harmony program: college aged men and
women. We stood there and sang tags for an hour with seven
or eight college kids who were clearly having their eyes and
ears opened to those great sounds of barbershop harmony for
the first time. It was AMAZING! We just have to get some-
thing going with that age group.

During the drive back to Placerville from San Jose State, my
wife and I began talking about the enthusiasm of the UOP stu-
dents and what appears to be an opportunity to expand our
Youth In Harmony activities with a one-day Festival geared
toward college students. Anyone want to join me in setting up
a Festival for these college age men and women sometime
soon? We are in the talking stage and would love to have your
thoughts and ideas.

That leads me back to reality with the 2009 Harmony Camp
coming up later this year. Fortunately, we have an incredible
line up of talent for the Camp. Gary Bolles, Connie Keil, Mark
Freedkin are lined up for another year. We are excited to have
a young college quartet out of Las Vegas joining us as well.
Should be another wonderful weekend.

The upshot is that I’ll be ramping up my fundraising campaign
this month to not only generate funds for the Camp, but to ener-
gize You to get involved with the young people in your area and
the youth outreach effort in your chapter to help get guys to
come to Camp. The dates are September 25-27, and the loca-
tion is again at the Sly Park Educational Center in Pollock
Pines. Look for my email solicitation to your president and
YIH guy; and let’s get another great year of young men singing
off the ground!

Masters of Harmony

On December 6, the Masters of Harmony followed sev-
eral Santa Fe Springs youth choral groups to an outdoor
stage and performed in their host city’s annual Tree
Lighting ceremony. One week later, the Masters staged
the annual Christmas show at Cal State Long Beach’s
Carpenter Center.

The 2009 Awards and Installation Banquet was held once
again at Knott’s Berry Farm Resort Hotel. Emcee J.
Friedman’s unique sense of humor kept the festivities
moving along and the large audience well entertained.
Long-time MOH friend and highly valued coach Greg
Clancy, associate director of The Vocal Majority and

member of 2006 International Quartet Champion Max Q,
installed the new board of directors and gave the keynote
address. He reminded us that medals won in competition
are actually by-products of the work we do throughout
the year as we prepare for the opportunities that come
our way. Justin Miller was named 2008 Barbershopper
of the Year. His ability to take Erin Howden’s excellent
choreographic plan, explain it to the men on the risers,
coach, drill, and refine it, was an important factor in the
Masters narrow 7-point win in Nashville.
