Several issues ago, I wrote about the 
decline in attendance at Division 
conventions, which precipitated the 
move towards combined Division 

events (sometimes with Spring Prelims as well). This 
year, both the combined NE/NW/Spring and the 
combined SE/SW conventions had a solid turnout of 
competitors. In fact, the SE/SW event had a good 
"problem" to have: so many quartets signed up  to 
compete just before the deadline that we had to 
expand the judging panel and shuffle the schedule 
somewhat to fit everything into a one-day event. 
Many thanks to the Events Team, our outgoing 
Events Chairman John Jones and incoming Chairman 
Ted Sayle, as well as Convention Chair for this event, 
Fritz Grunenwald, and his team.

Despi te the behind-the-scenes scrambling 
necessitated by that large of a turnout, this is exactly 
what we have all collectively been working toward 
by encouraging the participation of choruses and 
quartets at Division events. Next  year, we may find 
ourselves in the position of having to split the SE/
SW/Spring event into two events again, but that will 
require a few more chapters in both Divisions to 
commit to participating in the chorus contest. In order 
for a standalone Division event to make financial 
sense, we really  do need over 10 choruses and around 
15 quartets to participate in each Division.
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It would be extremely helpful, across all Divisions, 
for Chapters and quartets to indicate as early  as 
possible their intention to participate in a Division 
event, so we can make an educated decision on 
whether to combine events or not and contract for 
appropriate venues. The Division events are a great 
place for your Chapter chorus and quartets to get 
some stage time and sing for your brothers in 
harmony. Nothing would make me happier than to be 
able to hold separate Division events next year with 
15+ Chapters represented in each chorus contest, and 
a similar number of quartets.

Let the fun begin!

We don’t need a program to make this happen. We 
don’t need an assignment to make this a regular 
practice. We just  need to take it on as an individual 
action and part of our barbershop experience to make 
that call, send an email to our riser-mate or our riser 
friend that we realized was not there, and just ask the 
question: “what gives!  Where were you?”

As we head into the summer activities 
many chapters tend to go into a 
hibernation mode and just exist rather 
than planning for the future with 
leadership retreats and other motivational 

sessions.  I would suggest that this is a great time of 
year to rejuvenate the chapter with attendance at 
division contests, visitations with other chapters, 
attendance at the International Convention in Toronto 
where we will be celebrating the society’s 75th 
anniversary, and other events that stimulate rather than 
vegetate the members.

Several chapters are just  presenting their annual 
shows, which is another way of getting your chapter 
recognition and introducing barbershop  to many 
potential, new singers.  Others are planning summer 
family get-togethers in the form of a campout or, in 
the case of the Arizona Chapters, a “Bash” where 
men form a quartet for the day  and participated in 
friendly competition; or they form a VLQ (very  large 
quartet) and compete with the other chapters.

Barbershop harmonies ring 
though Hutchins Street Square

Four teenage boys in red and pink ties singing about 
heartbreak and love lost doesn’t sound like a recipe 
for happiness.

But add in acapella stylings and something special 
that is exclusively  found in barbershop harmonies, 
and just try  to keep  your foot from tapping and a grin 
from spreading across your face.

Dozens of quartets and choruses from California, 
Arizona, Utah and Nevada gathered for the three-day 
Far Western District Spring Convention and Contest 
less than a month shy of the Barbershop Harmony 
Society’s 75th birthday on April 11.
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The lineup  included preliminary  competitions for the 
international contest in Toronto in July, lessons on 
how to read music, and performance evaluations to 
use each session on stage as a chance to improve.

Hundreds of men sporting various shiny silk vests 
and bow ties over crisp  white button-downs milled 
about at Hutchins Street Square waiting for the next 
performance or their call for a group photo.

District President Russ Young said the best thing about 
Barbershop Harmony is that it makes each man a 
better singer. In such a small group, there’s nowhere to 
hide and no one else to cover your part. Plus, it’s easy 
to rehearse without any instruments to bring along.

“There’s just  something different about it,” Young 
said. “When you get in the middle of a performing 
quartet and you hear those ringing chords ... you can’t 
explain it. You have to experience it.”

But among the silver-haired and middle-aged core 
group, the performance that called the most attention 
was mid-afternoon on Saturday, when teenagers took 
the stage. Five high school quartets were dressed up 
and ready to belt  out tunes with nothing but a pitch 
pipe to keep on track.

It might seem difficult to persuade a 16-year-old to 
spend hours a week practicing a four-part harmony in 
a song from his grandfather’s teen years.

The key is to find youths who love music, teach them 
how to hold their own in a performance, and 
welcome them into the society with open arms.

The system works, said Young, because of the youth 
outreach work. Each summer, the Far Western 
District holds Harmony Camps. The local Stockton 
Portsmen host them in the Lodi area.

It was at one of these camps three years ago that Harvey 
Ching, now 18, first  got the hang of barbershop 
harmony. He pulled three of his musically inclined 
friends into the hobby, and they soon found themselves 
spending several hours a week poring over sheet music, 
selecting arrangements and practicing scales. They were 
among the quartets that took the stage on Saturday under 
the group name Top RawMen. The four teens from 
McNair High School earned a standing ovation from the 
audience for their performance.

“Songs from today are different, sure. But if the 
music sounds pleasing to my ear, and if it makes me 
happy, then I like it. And we try to instill that in what 
we do,” said Ching.

His friends echoed that emotion, saying the support 
from the veteran singers inspires them to be better at 
their craft.

“Not many people our age are into this,” said Joshua 
Cabardo, 17. “It keeps us open.”

BARBERSHOP FRIENDSHIP 
& CAMARADERIE...Geezer Style!

A few months after the exciting new Silver Statesmen 
Barbershop Chorus was born on New Year’s Day 
2013, incoming Las Vegas Chapter President Steve 
Salmon buttonholed me one night at rehearsal.  He 
asked if I’d write an article about “friendship  and 
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camaraderie” as it impacts the barbershopping world 
– with special focus on our Chapter and new Silver 
Statesmen chorus.

He envisioned sharing the article with other chapters 
via the Harmonizer and/or the FWD’s Westunes; and 
in our Chapter’s sparkly new newsletter -- the Nugget! 

Steve particularly  wanted me to link his requested 
topic to The Great Geezer Getaway Guys, a unique 
friendship  that has tightly  bonded two senior Las 
Vegas Chapter members for more than five years! 

He likens the Geezers – as a prime example of two 
“elderly” barbershoppers forging a rock-solid 
comradeship – to many  close friendships that have 
been created for the last 75 years in Society chapters 
dotting the landscape of America and beyond.

Camaraderie: A Core Barbershop Credo

Barbershoppers are familiar with our hobby’s 
ingrained, much publicized philosophy that member 
prospects signing on with a chapter can build a 
lengthy friendship and foster warm and enduring 
camaraderie with the newly discovered pastime.  
Such a result of a Barbershop membership doesn’t 
come automatically, however.

Friendships of varying intensi t ies are an 
acknowledged barbershopping benefit or else most of 
these singing guests would last  only  a meeting or two 
and then possibly turn to a different avocation.  
Smiles, welcoming pats on the back, singing soaring 
barbershop seventh chords and enjoying friendly, 
encouraging conversations with veteran chorus 
members often result in a new member eagerly 
signing on.

And with continuous cordiality and sharing pre-
existing common interests or experiences, the 
likelihood of two gentlemen barbershoppers forging a 
close and lasting friendship increases dramatically.  
To become close Chapter buddies, it’s not  necessary 
for both to sing the same voice part, either.

So, please allow Dave and me to share with you 
the unique story of the on-the-go, 
unique barbershopping Geezers.

To appreciate our strong bond of friendship, you need 
to understand how we met and a little about what 

we’ve done together in the last  five years – besides 
singing barbershop in our chorus and, for a couple of 
years, in the same registered quartet.  I’ve been told 
that close friendships usually are fueled by 
commonalities.  In our case, it’s been attributed to (1) 
our common hardships as in caring for our wives for 
long periods of time before their deaths; and (2) 
having mutual interests, like barbershop singing and 
enjoying the great outdoors.

The Geezers Met in 2007

It happened in late 2007 when I first attended the 
then-Gamble-Aires chorus rehearsal.  It’s traditional 
for newbie guests to be introduced, usually by  the 
Membership  VP, and for the guest to stand and tell 
the chorus members a little about himself.  And that’s 
just what I did.

I announced that I’d sung all my life, having been a 
barbershopper many decades earlier in Southern 
California, working then as a newspaper reporter and, 
later, as a public relations professional in various 
business sectors.  I also told the chorus I was a recent 
widower, that my wife of 45 years had lost her valiant 
fight with cancer on Sept. 2, 2007 and that we’d 
moved to Las Vegas in 1993 from the San Francisco 
Bay Area.

At the rehearsal’s break, a short, stocky, elderly 
gentleman, sporting a nifty  handlebar mustache and a 
warm smile, greeted me and said his name was Dave 
Kennedy, then in his eighth year of barbershopping 
with the G-As.  He said we had some unique 
commonalities: he’d also been married 45 years, 
cared for his wife for many years and pointed out that 
she had died only two months after mine.

We shook hands and that was it for a while.  We both 
recall that our friendship did not  take off like a 
rocket.  Commonalities kept emerging for several 
months, including both of us having one grown, 
happily married daughter and no grandkids.  We later 
learned our daughters were nearly  the same age.  
We’re also on fixed-income budgets.

Dave’s wife passed on Nov. 17, 2007.  After holding 
positions in mining, banking and gaming, he retired 
after 30 years in retail merchandising.  After his two 
beloved dogs died in early  2009, a year after his 
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retirement, Dave started serious hiking, taking scenic 
photographs around the valley  with emphasis on the 
beautifully  rugged Red Rock Canyon National 
Conservation Area.  Many of his Red Rock pictures 
have been published in a designer book and appear on 
his Facebook page and in his Google photo albums.

In 2008, with the formation of a new registered 
quartet, our friendship gained momentum and Dave 
and I began nurturing it with photo hikes throughout 
Southern Nevada and just hanging out.  We attended 
our first  movie (Avatar) together and began seeing 
movies often, taking day photo excursions and 
enjoying suppers together at local establishments.

Geezer Getaway 1 Launched!

In the spring of 2010, we decided to take a motor 
camping trip  throughout the Southwest and Rocky 
Mountains.  Neither of us had done anything like that 
before.  We carefully defined our route, borrowed some 
camping gear from a barbershopper friend and boldly 
casted off on July  26 in Dave’s 2008 Honda Fit packed to 
the roof with our gear and grub.  We maintained a blog 
and our barbershopping friends and family followed our 
trip with postings of awe and encouragement.

Eighteen days and eight states later, we returned to 
Las Vegas, exhausted, happy and filled with 
memories of our adventure that took us through eight 
states on our 3,750-mile adventure.  We were 
surprised when a two-page article on our trip 
appeared in the AAA magazine Traveler. We also 
were interviewed at length by the Las Vegas PBS 
radio station.

In these publicity events we consistently mentioned 
barbershopping as the b i r thp lace o f our 
friendship...and we are pleased to promote our hobby 
widely through our Geezer antics.

GGG 2 Explored the Pacific Northwest

In 2012, we did it again with new camping gear 
donated by a major national recreational equipment 
outfitter.  This time, we drove 3,900 miles in 19 days 
into the Pacific Northwest as far north as Oregon and 
Washington.  In the summer of 2011, we took a four-
day mini-getaway into Sedona and Oatman, AZ.  
This summer, we’re planning GGG 3 into the wilds 
of Southern Utah.

Between these major getaways, we’ve taken frequent 
day trips to areas throughout the Greater Southern 
Nevada region and have constructed a unique day-trip 
illustrated flyer and tri-fold brochure, compliments of 
the Geezers.  These “handouts”, describe a dozen, 
close-by, unique destinations that we strongly 
recommend.  We’ll will be offering this “been there/
done that” day-trip flyer to the planning committee of 
the upcoming International Barbershop Convention 
scheduled for Las Vegas in the summer of 2014.

In all, we estimate our major Getaway adventures 
(including our upcoming trip into Southern Utah and 
many day jaunts) have taken us more than 10,000 miles.

We’ve also built a short, no-charge electronic picture 
show that Dave and I narrate together during 
presentations at Valley senior centers and residences, 
assisted living facilities, hospitals, rehab centers and 
before other audiences. We’ve taken many thousands 
of photos during our travels.

Life indeed is good for the barbershopping, adventurous 
Great Geezer Getaway Guys who strongly  endorse the 
Society’s stated mission: bringing men together in 
harmony and friendship to enrich lives through singing!

During refreshments, Randy  charmed the students 
with his demonstrations and singing.  Ten students 
stayed for practice .

The second lesson, April 17, was taught by  Ray 
Rhymer.  Ray is a popular FWD Hall of Famer.  He 
has impressive credentials.  His subject was 
“Freedom of the Vocal Mechanism and Resonance.” 
He had the students in the palm of his hand from his 
opening remarks.  Ray has a wonderful way of 
interacting with students. It  was most obvious on the 
face of our newest, youngest chorus member Caleb 
Riley, age 15.  We had 22 students and 11 stayed for 
practice.

The third lesson, April 24, was presented by Dr.

With his educational training and his experience he 
brought the subject “Resonance, Vowels, and Other 
Singable Sounds” to life.  Tony stayed for the 
beginning of practice and used the chorus members 
for a demonstration of how placement of each singer 
is determined.  Tony is always a personable favorite! 

Eleven stayed for practice and we signed up our first 
new member.

Dolciamori, lead; Trudy Mock, baritone).  All are 
prodded by Dale as the leader of the music team. 
Thanks to the music team we will reach or exceed our 
goal of five new members.

The Annual Young Men’s Harmony Festival held at Orange 
Coast College in Costa Mesa and now in its 13th year has long 
been regarded as one of the nation’s premier choral music 
festivals.  For years,  the event has been co-sponsored by the 
Masters of  Harmony and the Southern California Vocal 
Association,  a professional organization for choral music 
teachers.  The success of the event has helped create similar 
events for young men and women around the country.  This 
year’s festival, held on February 16, drew 204 young men from 
26 high schools and 3 middle schools.  More than 70% of the 
attendees were first-timers while 30% were returning 
participants.   Once again, extensive background work by event 
organizer Mark Freedkin helped ensure a smooth-running 
event.   Expert coaching assistance by members of The Crush, 
Dave Tautkus, Jason Remley, and Dr. Chris Peterson helped 
prepare the young men to perform on stage what they had 
learned prior to and during the all-day workshop.  An evening 
show featured songs by the youth chorus, performances by 
quartets and small ensembles from individual schools as well as 
performances by Masterpiece, The Crush, The Westminster 
Chorus and the Masters of Harmony.   The grand finale 
featured over 320 singers filling the risers to overflowing 
singing “Fun In Just One Lifetime” and America The Beautiful/
Overlay.   The audience of over 350 parents, teachers and friends 
responded with standing ovations for the amazing vocal and 
visual spectacle they had just witnessed.  This year’s festival 
boosted the 13-year attendance total to over 2,900 students.  
Mark Freedkin gave special thanks to three organizations whose 
generous financial support make this event possible-the 
Association of International Champions (AIC Endowment 
Fund), the Far Western District (Youth Education Fund) and 
Harmony Foundation. 

On February 14, Valentine’s Day, the Masters of Harmony 
participated in a unique Singing Valentines program.  Unlike 
previous programs managed in-house, the chorus used an on-
demand car service company known as Uber.  Those who clicked 
on the Uber app on a smart phone got a black SUV ready to take 
them wherever they wanted to go.  For Valentine’s Day, Masters 
members who had signed up (as well as some from other 
choruses), were paired with a driver who took them to a 
designated location for someone who had gone to the Uber site 
and requested a “Singing Valentine” delivery.  The locations 
included private homes, businesses, even restaurants.  One quartet 
was assigned to the Uber office in San Diego and six others to 
Uber’s headquarters in West LA.  Just 10 minutes after the 
Singing Valentines program went online, four quartets were on 
their way to deliver a beautiful red rose and sing “Heart of My 
Heart” to a surprised and delighted recipient of Valentine’s Day 
ardor.  The event was scheduled for 8 am to 6 pm but ongoing 
demand kept the last quartets busy until 8 pm. The seven quartets 
involved delivered over 100 Singing Valentines and netted a 
sizable amount for Masters of Harmony coffers. 

The Masters held a Guest Night on March 6. This was an 
opportunity to introduce potential new members to barbershop 
harmony and show former members why current members are 
so excited about having Justin Miller as director.  At the break, 
cake and other snacks provided by the Harmony Sweethearts 
gave the 120 singers in attendance time to reconnect, reminisce, 
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and share the ongoing Masters of Harmony vision with friends 
old and new.  Overall, it was one of the most memorable Guest 
Nights in MOH history!

This year’s Far Western District Convention was held in Lodi, 
California.   The California Delta Chapter (Voices of California) 
hosted the well-run, well-attended event. On Friday evening, 24 
quartets competed in several different contests. Masterpiece (Rob 
Menaker, Patrick Haedtler, Alan Gordon and Brett Littlefield) 
took first place in the International Preliminary contests with a 
score of 88.5%.  Other quartets qualifying for Toronto were 
Artistic License (83.5%), 95 North (81.6%) and Vocal Edition 
(76.3%).  On Saturday, competing choruses tried to wow the 
judges and 12 had enough wow to qualify for the fall contests.  
The Bay Area Chapter (Voices in Harmony) won the Northwest 
Division title (80.1%) while the host chapter, California Delta 
Chapter (Voices of California) won the Northeast Division 
Contest (80.3%).

At the House of Delegates meeting in Lodi, The Masters of 
Harmony was the only Far Western District chorus to receive the 
Platinum Award from Harmony Foundation.  MOH members 
contributed $674.94 per man in 2012.  This amount includes 
both contributions from the Santa Fe Springs Chapter as well as 
members who have chosen to become members of the 
President’s Council and Ambassadors of Song programs. 

On Saturday, April 20, the Masters of Harmony returned to the 
Downey Civic Theatre for its annual spring show.  The show 
was reprised in Riverside’s historic Fox Theater on Sunday, 
April 28.  The Masters’ repertoire included Broadway show 
tunes,  inspirational songs and a tribute to America’s armed 
forces.  At one point, Justin paid tribute to the 75th Anniversary 
of the Barbershop Harmony Society.  He described how one of 
our society’s most beloved quartets, the Buffalo Bills, made 
over 1500 appearances in Meredith Willson’s musical, The 
Music Man.

Our bouquets add a touch of class to our product. 

For the fifth year in a row, students from the jazz studies 
program at Fullerton Union High School delighted their family 
and friends with their performance at the Sweet Night of Jazz. 
The annual fundraising event, held at the Fullerton Ebell Club 
on February 8, welcomed more than 220 guests.
