2017 Quartet Finals Outcome Difficult to Predict; 
Presumed Favorite Main Street Faces Veteran Field

With its seventh consecutive Finals appearance, Main Street is certainly the presumed—
if not the sentimental!—favorite to capture its first gold medal in the Las Vegas 2017 
Quartet Contest. 
 
Sure to challenge strongly is up-and-comer Signature, with the highest ever qualifying 
score of 91.9 in only their second top ten appearance. 
 
Not to be counted out are six-time top ten finisher Throwback, four-time top ten finisher 
After Hours, and three-time top ten finishers Quorum and Artistic License. 
 
Rounding out the Top Ten is Stockholm Syndrome, making their second top ten         
appearance, and newcomers Category 4, ’Round Midnight, and   Newfangled Four. 
 
Interestingly, two of the top ten quartet finalists came up through the Collegiate Quartet 
Contest, now known as the Youth Barbershop Quartet Contest, or YBQC: Newfangled 
Four earned gold at Toronto (2014) and After Hours placed 3rd at Kansas City. Based on 
the number of YBQC contestants here in Las Vegas, the appearance of more youth    
quartet contest alumni is a trend that is sure to continue. Harmony Foundation              
International is to be congratulated for its support of this important youth initiative. 
 
Yes, tonight’s quartet champion is hard to predict, but the high level of qualifying scores 
guarantees an exciting quartet finals.  As he left the Axis Theater after the semifinals, one 

audience member exclaimed, “I’ve 
been to 27 International Conventions, 
and that was the best Top 20 I’ve ever 
seen [and heard]!”
